WESTMORELAND MALL REGULATIONS

. Maintain a 10-ft. walkway from elevator through the

Bon Ton wing as per the attached plan.
No exhibitor will be within 15 ft. of the mall elevator.

. Maintain 10-ft. clearance from Piercing Pagoda, lower

level, per store manager request. All of the kiosks
require a minimum of 8-ft. clearance.

Maintain a minimum of 12-ft. clearance from mall
escalators for temporary exhibitors. Retailers should
maintain a minimum of 15 ft. from escalators.

. Maintain a minimum 10-ft. clearance from all

storefronts including extensions, pillars, etc.

. Each exhibitor must us same color floor mats for

covering electrical cords, i.e. all grays or all brown.
Multi-colored mats per exhibitor are not permitted.

Maintain a minimum 5-ft. clearance from mall common
area (3M) Directories.

. No furniture or mall fixtures are to be moved without

prior approval from management.
Maintain a minimum 5-ft. clearance from mall benches.

10.Exhibitors are permitted to park vans and RV vehicles

In designated areas of the Ames lot. See parking map
for specific details.

11.Any exceptions to the above guidelines must be pre-

approved by the management office.

12. No taping or hanging of banners, posters, etc. on
columns or overhangs.

DIMENSIONS
a.  Maximum width (wheels & axles) 2 %4

b.  Minimum width between wheels — 1 %4”

c.  Maximum length — 77

d.  Wheelbase distance may NOT be changed

e.  Official Scout Grand Prix Pinewood Derby Kit ONLY

WEIGHT/HEIGHT
a.  Maximum weight — 5 ounces as per official race day scale
b.  Maximum height—6 inches

WHEELS & AXLES
a. Official Scout Grand Prix Wheels and Axles ONLY
CANNOT BE MODIFIED

b.  NO wheel bearings, washers, bushings, or springs

c.  Wheels may be lightly sanded to remove mold
projection
No beveling, tapering, thin sanding, wafering or
lathe turning.

d. Wheels must be completely visible

e. Axles must use slots provided in the block of wood.

Each unit MUST pre-register their winners to enter the
race.

NO ONE CAN REGISTER THE DAY OF THE
RACE

Deadline for registration entries is January 21, 2008.
No exceptions.

Registration fee for all entries is $3.00

When the Scout signs in the day of the race, the registrar
will assign him a number that will be placed on his car.
His car will then go to the inspection station. Alterations
necessary for inspection are the sole responsibility of the
parent of the participant. The staff will not supply any
equipment or materials for alterations.

Decision of the inspection judge is final. After
inspection, the cars will remain in the race area until they
are done racing.

Each heat will be announced. Drivers will report to the
starting line and place their cars on the track. All other
people must remain behind the barrier.

If a car leaves the track, runs out of its lane, interferes
with another car, loses an axle, etc... the heat will be
rerun. If the same car gets into trouble on the second



run, the contestant will be disqualified and automatically
lose that race. If, on the second run, another car is
interfered with, the heat will be run a third time but
without the disqualified car. Any repairs made due to an
accident must be done under the supervision of a race
official only.

h.  When the results of each heat are recorded, the drivers
will place their cars on the table and return to their seats.

1. Winners will be announced at the end of the race.
Winners must be present for trophy presentation. Those
winners will report to the stage for presentation and
pictures.

j. Disruptive or unsportsman like conduct by any
patticipant and/or guardian will not be tolerated, and they
will be asked to leave the race area. The participants will
be disqualified from the race.

k. Itis the right of our race officials to disassemble any car
at their discretion.
